Within the next 30 days, parents and guardians will be asked to complete the ASQ and ASQ-SE
screenings. Because your child’s first 5 years of life are so important, we want to help you provide the
best start for your child. Your child’s positive social emotional development forms a foundation for
learning throughout life. As part of our service, we provide the Ages & Stages Questionnaires®, Third
Edition (ASQ-3™), and the Ages & Stages Questionnaires®: Social Emotional, Second Edition (ASQ:SE-2™)
to help you keep track of your child’s development and social-emotional development. Please click the
below links for more information about these screenings.

Within the next 30-45 days, your child will have fun in the classroom exploring and learning new
things. Your child’s teacher and FSS will be contacting you to complete a 15t Home Visit to get to know
you and your family better and to partner with you to recognize your hopes and dreams for your child as
well as your family.

Getting into the habit of daily attendance is more important than ever. It helps to:
° reduce stress

° make it easier to connect with friends and teachers

° support learning

It is a goal of MVCDC that every child enrolled achieves 85% attendance every month. Children are
expected to be in attendance daily unless they are ill. We are working to make our school environment a
place where everyone can be safe, healthy, and learning. We will do our best to listen and partner with
you so that our children have a successful year.
